The Principal shall be responsible for ascertaining the eligibility 
of the candidate as laid down by the concerned University for the course to which the candidate 
is being transferred. ;

(2) Transfer of candidates (Course and/or Institution) after first or second or third year 
shall be made in the following manner.—

(a) The candidate once admitted in first or second year shall not be eligible for transfer 
to any other Institution during the same academic year ;

(b) The candidate passing the first year (both first and second semester) or second year 
(both third and fourth semester) or third year (both fifth and sixth semester) examinations 
in all subjects or failed in one of the heads of passing are considered as eligible for transfer 
of Institution or course :

Provided that for transfer after second year the candidate should have passed the first 
year, and for transfer after third year the candidate should have passed first and second 
year ;

(c) There shall be no transfer of students at any stage in any case from Unaided 
Institutions to the Government or Government Aided, University Departments, University 
Managed Institutions. However, the candidate from the Government or Government Aided, 
University Departments, University Managed Institution may seek transfer to the Unaided 
Educational Institution ;

(d) There shall be no transfer of students at any stage to Autonomous Institutions ;

(e) Transfer to Unaided Institutions.—The Principals of Unaided institutions shall 
consider the candidate from other institutions for transfer with prior approval from the 
Director of Technical Educationon on submission of No Objection Certificate (NOC) from 
Institution, Eligibility Certificate from University and Vacancy position. The Principal or 
Director shall ascertain the eligibility of candidates as laid down by the concerned University 
for the course to which the candidate is being transferred ; 

(f) No application without recommendation of the Principal of Institution shall be 
entertained by the Director of Technical Education ; 

(g) If the result of the University or Institution is not declared before the process of 
transfer, candidate of that University or Institution shall lose his claim on transfer ; 



(3) The candidates admitted under Supernumerary Quota seats are not eligible for change 
of Course or Institution ;

(4) The candidates from the professional educational institutions which are outside the

THE MAHARASHTRA PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS (REGULATION OF ADMISSIONS) AND UNAIDED 
PRIVATE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS (REGULATION OF FEES) ACT, 2015.

No. Niyam-2026/C.R.166/TE-4.— In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 23 read with 
sub-section (3) of Section 3 of the Maharashtra Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of 
Admissions) and Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of Fees) Act, 2015 
(Mah. XXVIII of 2015), the Government of Maharashtra hereby makes the following rules to amend 
the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admission 
to the Full Time Professional Undergraduate, Post Graduate, Integrated or Dual Degree Technical 
Courses) Rules, 2024, namely :

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational 
Institutions (Regulation of Admission to the Full Time Professional Undergraduate, Post Graduate, 
Integrated or Dual Degree Technical Courses) (Amendment) Rules, 2026.

2. In rule 1 of the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions 
(Regulation of Admission to the Full Time Professional, Undergraduate, Postgraduate, Integrated 
or Dual Degree Technical Courses) Rules, 2024,

(i) in sub-rule (1), in Short title and Commencement, the words “Unaided Private” shall 
be deleted ;

(ii) after sub-rule (2) following sub-rule shall be added, namely,

“(3) These rules shall also be applicable for admissions to Professional Courses in 
Government, Government Aided and University Departments under the jurisdiction of 
Directorate of Technical Education, as per the Seat Distributions mentioned in the GR’s 
issued from time to time for that purpose.”.

3. In rule 5 of the principal Rules, after sub-rule (5) following proviso shall be added, namely,

“Provided that, OCI candidates are eligible for admission in following categories, if they 
obtained OCI status before 04th March 2021,

(1) Maharashtra Candidature Category: if passed 10th and 10+2 examination from 
State of Maharashtra and living in Maharashtra for ten or more years ;

(2) All India Candidature Category: if passed 10th and 10+2 examination from the 
institute outside state of Maharashtra and living in India for ten or more years.”.

(As per the directives of Hon’ble Supreme Court Order in W.P. (C) No. 891 of 2021) ;”

4. In rule 8 of the principal Rules, in sub-clause (i) of clause (c) of sub-rule (3) following proviso 
shall be added after the first proviso, namely,

“Provided further that, for admissions to Computer Applications (BCA), Management (BBA/
BMS/BBM etc.) courses,

(i) if seats remain vacant after exhausting the list of the candidates appeared for MAH 
- BBA/BMS/BBM/BCA-CET examination then, candidates obtaining higher percentile of 
marks in any examination out of MHT-CET-(PCM Group) and MHT-CET-(PCB Group) 
shall be considered. 

(ii) In case of tie, between the candidates appeared for MHT-CET-(PCM Group) and 
MHT-CET-(PCB Group) examination then preference shall be given to candidates appeared 
for MHT-CET-(PCM Group).”.



5. In rule 10 of the principal Rules, clause (b) of sub-rule (1) shall be deleted.

6. In rule 12 of the principal Rules,

(1) for clause (j), the following clause shall be substituted, namely :

“(j) The seat acceptance fee shall be as decided by the Competent Authority with 
the prior approval of the Government and the same shall be treated as non-refundable 
processing fee.”.

(2) after clause (q), following clause shall be inserted, namely :

“(r) Admission to Direct Third Year (Lateral Entry) and Fourth year (Lateral Entry) 
of Under Graduate Courses shall be carried out by the respective institutes as per rule 13 

of these rules,

(i) Eligibility for admission shall be as specified subject to eligibility criteria of 
the respective University ; 

(ii) Lateral Entry and Supernumerary seats for these admissions, shall be as 
prescribed time to time by the Appropriate Authority ;

(iii) Lateral Entry and supernumerary seats shall not be allowed in Foreign 
Collaboration and Twinning Programme;

(iv) Competent Authority shall prepare vacancy available for admissions and 
merit list of the Candidates.”. 

7. In rule 16 of the principal Rules,

(1) in sub rule (2), for clause (a), the following clause shall be substituted, namely :

“(a) The candidate once admitted to the first, second, third or fourth year for a course 
shall not be eligible for transfer to any other course or Institution during the same academic 
year.”.

(2) in sub-rule (2), clause (d), shall be deleted.

15. Cancellation of Admission and Refund of fees, return of documents by Institutions 
(a) The Candidate shall apply online for cancellation and submit duly signed copy of 

system generated application for cancellation of admission to the Institution. Once the 
candidate submits online request for cancellation, his admission shall be treated as 
cancelled. The Institute shall consider the online request made by candidate for 
cancellation as final, irrespective of whether he has submitted duly signed copy of 
system generated application to the Institute. Upon such cancellation, the candidate 
shall lose the claim on the seat and such seat shall become available for further 
allotment. If the candidate cancels admission on or before the last day for cancellation 
of seats with full fees refund as specified by the Competent Authority, the Institute shall 
refund the entire fees to the candidate after deduction of rupees one thousand only 
towards processing charges and return all his original documents submitted to the 
Institute within two days from submission of duly signed copy of system generated 
application to the Institute; 

(b) Candidate shall not be entitled to any refund of his/her fee except the Security Deposit 
and Caution Money Deposit if the online cancellation is effected by the candidate after 
the last day for cancellation of seats with full fee refund as specified by the Competent 
Authority.

(2)  Transfer of candidates (Course and/or Institution) after first or second or third year 
shall be made in the following manner.-

(b) The candidate passing the first year (both first and second semester) or second 
year (both third and fourth semester) or third year (both fifth and sixth semester) 
examinations in all subjects or failed in one of the heads of passing are 
considered as eligible for transfer of Institution or course:

Transfer in Government or Government aided Institutions- Eligible Candidates 
aspiring for a transfer from Government or Government Aided or University 
Departments and University Managed Institutions to other Government or 
Government Aided or University Department or University Managed 
Institutions, shall apply in writing to the Principal/ Director of the institute in 
which he/she studied first year or second semester. The Principal or Director 
shall forward the consolidated branch wise merit list of eligible candidates 
giving details like Name, Course, percentage of Marks, Names of Courses and 
Institution in order of preference to which candidates desires to seek transfer, 
reasons for transfer and Remarks, along with course wise vacancy position in 
institution, to the Director of Technical Education, Maharashtra State, so as to 
reach him as per the schedule given by him. All the Principals of Government 
and Government Aided Institutions, University Departments and University 
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Managed Institutions shall submit vacancy position of all courses to the 
Directorate of Technical Education, Mumbai before stipulated date. 

(f) No application without recommendation of the Principal of Institution shall be 
entertained by the Director of Technical Education;  

(g) If the result of the University or Institution is not declared before the process of 
transfer, candidate of that University or Institution shall lose his claim on 
transfer;  

(3)  The candidates admitted under Supernumerary Quota seats are not eligible for change 
of Course or Institution; 

(4) The candidates from the professional educational institutions which are outside the 
purview of the Act shall be eligible for transfer to the unaided private professional 
Educational Institutions subject to the fulfillment of eligibility criterion and 
requirements stipulated under the provisions of sub-section(1) of section 3 of the Act 
and the fulfillment of the conditions stated in sub-rule (2). 

(5)  List of all such transfers shall be communicated by the Director of Technical 
Education to the office of the Admissions Regulating Authority for final approval.
